PERSONAL DATA PROTECTION
SUPPORTING SYSTEM OF PDPA

Over the past years, many businesses have widely used personal data for marketing purpose or data analysis to create business
model. The used personal data include names, addresses, various communication channels, behaviors on the website or social
media, and also sensitive information such as political opinions or health information. Apart from disturbance, using these data
without the consent of the data subject also possibly causes damage to property or life. For example, when an insurance
company calls the personal data subject to persuade them to buy insurance, they do not know how the insurance company has
obtained their contact information or how the insurance company has obtained their financial transaction information. This is the
reason why organizations and agencies should be aware of the importance of the Personal Data Protection Act B.E.2562 or

Personal Data Protection Act (PDPA) which is coming into enforcement in 2022.

This Personal Data Protection Act was written to protect the rights of the general public as the personal data subjects. Therefore,
various business organizations that use personal data in their business operation are extremely necessary to comply with the
Personal Data Protection Act.

THE “RUSSIA-UKRAINE” CRISIS HAS BIGGER IMPACT THAN OIL.

The conflict between Russia and Ukraine that has gone to war has made an impact on the wider world. The main impact that affects
all countries is the situation of rising crude oil prices in the world market. The world economy and Thai economy encounters the
big monsoon of COVID-19 causing the whole world economy to stop for 2 years. Until this year, even if the COVID-19 outbreak of
Omicron variant still persists, the economy can still continue to drive. The worldwide acceleration of vaccination is for building the

immune system until many countries are able to return to their normal lives and be able to operate their own economies.

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While the situation is being recovered gradually, we find the new
situation where Russia opened a war with Ukraine which does not
affect only 2 countries but affects a chain to the world economy
including the capital market, monetary market, gold market and oil
market. In particular, oil prices surged to 130 baht per dollar, the

highest in 13 years.

The severity of the impact on the Thai economy depends on the
length of the conflict until a resolution is reached. It will pass through
three main channels; 1. the impact on the acceleration of inflation
will dampen the recovery of domestic demand, 2. the impact on
exports from the European economy that may slow down, and 3. the
impact on the travel. Especially tourists from Russia and Eastern
Europe, itis more difficult to travel. This includes the depreciation of

the ruble that will affect the decision to travel.

The prolonged conflict between Russia-Ukraine pushes oil prices
above $100 a barrel continuously throughout March. Just one month
before the situation returns to normal, it is expected that the
economy will expand close to the previous view of 3.8%. In addition,
if the situation is protracted, it will make the oil prices to continue to
rise until June-July which may cause the economy to fall to 3%. If it

is prolonged up to 6 months after this, the likelihood that the

economy will expand below 3% is quite high.

The energy prices are soaring around the world after NATO allies try
to focus on Russia’s main source of income such as cutting energy
imports. The current sanctions may not be enough to stop Russia
frominvading Ukraine entirely. Lately, the US has banned all Russian
imports of oil, natural gas and energy. Meanwhile, England announc-
es to stop importing Russian oil by the end of this year. Europe also
plans to cut about two-thirds of its energy imports from Russia

within the year.

Apart from directly affecting energy prices in Europe, the energy
prices in the world market are also affected. Russia is the world’s
third largest oil producer (after the United States and Saudi Arabia)
with a production capacity of up to 10.5 million barrels per day. As
a result, the price of crude oil in the world market has rebounded
above 130 dollars per barrel for the first time in 13 years and is like-

ly to continually rise.

In addition, agricultural and food prices tend to continue to increase.
The long invasion in Ukraine has started to exacerbate food short-
ages in the country. As a result, the Ukrainian government has
temporarily suspended exports of meat, rye, oats, buckwheat,
sugar, sorghum and salt, while exports of wheat, corn, poultry, eggs

and oil must be authorized by the Ministry of Economy.

Russia has announced a ban on exports of more than 200 kinds of
grains until the end of 2022. If the conflict continues, it does not only
cause the price of important agricultural commodities to rise further
but it also puts pressure on the cost of products in the production
chain involved in the agricultural sector, such as cooking oil, corn

syrup, animal feed and chemical fertilizers to increase accordingly.
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U.C.F. Foundation has reached its 12™ year with the project
“Building, Creating, Sharing for Children” by building
computer learning centers for schools that lacks computers
and funds.
